	Discuss the specific learning outcome with the students so that the students can success criteria.
Begin the lesson by highlighting the word (whānaungatanga) and getting the student to explain what it means or pull the word apart so that they can try and understand what the word might mean.

How could you show use this concept of whānaungatanga?

How could you demonstrate whānaungatanga?

Using the learning activity of Copy Clowns from the Curriculum in Action-Moving in Context book the students will be put into peers where they will demonstrate and copy facial expressions and unexpected movements. The students will mirror these moves as one student is being the leader. The students will listen to some clown music in the background that might give them so more ideas about using different moves. While they are modelling to their peer the students will be thinking if their moves are appropriate for their peer to copy. They will be thinking about the other person’s feelings and comfort when completing the task.
The students will show some of the mirrored moves to another group in which they will give feedback to the other group and give good feedback.


	Draw on the knowledge of Maori students
Definition of whānaungatanga

The students will identify personal strengths, in the context of physical activity that will help to build on self-confidence and relating to others.

Assessment task: The students will give each other feedback based on positive things and what they should improve on.

	
	To conclude the students will generate a discussion based on how they felt when doing the activity.

	Recap on the students’ definition and understanding of whānaungatanga.
Read a quote from Pere (1982) that gives her explanation to what whānaungatanga is. 

Discuss the intended learning outcome in which students will understand whānaungatanga through movement and language when developing body and spatial awareness.
Using the learning activity of Hikoi Aotearoa the students will brainstorm ways of working in a group. They will then develop some ideas that will help with this. They will then express their feelings as a member of the group and use this while they come up with a confidence course that represents the landmarks of New Zealand. The students will design their confidence course and then go on to develop this in future lessons. 
To conclude the students will look at the brainstorm that they made and they will reflect on what helpful things they did and how did this make them feel.
	Explain that all Maori is no right definition for whānaungatanga.
Assessment Task: Brainstorm in which they can work with others and their feelings when working in a group.

Students should all be working together so advanced and struggling students should be working as a team
